GENERAL INFORMATION

● Varsity = Competitive, no guarantee of playing time
● JV = Competitive, attempt to play everyone
● Modified =  Equal playing time 

Each team may have specific rules about playing time and 
missed practices, attitude, behavior, etc.

PARTICIPATION / PLAYING TIME 



Board of Education Policy #527

● At the 5-week/quarterly reporting period, if a student is
○ Failing two or three courses:

■ Placed on the academic probation list
■ Must complete re-eligibility process (weekly)

○ Failing four or more courses:
■ Students are ineligible 

JV/Varsity: 25 week grades= eligibility to begin

Modified:  25 week grades = eligibility to begin 
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ACADEMIC ELIGIBILITY



● Student-Athletes must be in attendance by 10am in order 
to participate

● Post 10am arrival requires a ‘legal excuse’
○ Legal Excuses: doctor/dentist appt., religious 

observance, quarantine, educational activity
○ Excuses require appropriate documentation

● Student-Athletes who are suspended (in-school or 
out-of-school) are ineligible to participate
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ATTENDANCE POLICY



● Student-Athletes will ride to and from athletic contests on 
school transportation

● Prior approval is required for parent transportation to a 
contest
○ “Legal” excuse (i.e. doctor’s appointment, college visit, 

etc.) 
● Approval is required for parent transportation home from 

an away contest

AFTERSCHOOL

If a practice is not immediately after-school (i.e. 4:30pm), 
student-athletes are not permitted to remain at school until practice

Prior to after-school practice:
1. Stay with a teacher for extra-help/homework completion
2. Cafeteria supervision until 3:10pm

Post 3:10pm, there is no supervision and students should make 
alternate arrangements
